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CHAPTER V

THE SITUATION OF THE HOMES

Statistical analysis shows that 56 per cent of the
obmtructed students live outside the suburb ol Clairwood,
while 4© per cent of the selected normal students are
residents within the vicinity of the Clairwood Government
Indian High School. This percentage difference between
the two groups is statistically significant. In this
chapter, a cloger examination is made of the arecas frow
whers the students come, and of the reasons why so many
students attend this school while living in arsas that are

so remote from it.

PARENTS' WATCHFULNESS

"here the upbringing i1is traditionally Indian in
character and the education reczived is completely Testern
in form, then conflict in the mind of tho adolesgcent is
inevitable, He is presented with two scts of contradictory
values which he has to resolve. In the final rcsort, 1t is
his solution which will determine his futurc relationship
with his parcnts,

The statistical results show that 84 per cent of the
obstructced and 71 per cent of the normal studeonts resont
disciplinary control, howcver unobtrusively cxcrciscd by their
wecll-mcaning parcnts, The diffeorcnce boetwezn thesc two
groups is statistically significant.

The pursuit of sccondary cducation has brousnt in its
train new problecms that wore unhcard of in former days when
the cducation of the majority of Indian boys stopped at the
primary school lcvel, whilc that of the girls barcly ragscd
the infant stago. As Tar as the girls wero conccernced,
traditional opinion hcld that it was uscless to give formal
English cducation to them as they woero ultimately destined
to the pots and thc pan:. To the majority of the boys,

szcondary/...
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sccondary ocducation wao unknown and it matterced littlec as
there was no inccntive. They weroe quite contented in finding
cmployment which was vlentiful in tho days whon African

labour was undgpendable and unrcguroarisead. The influcnce of

urbanised Living had not reached the Africans, and no serious

competition was met with in the ficld of cmployment.
Neither was the Indian community offlictecd by the
problcms of adolcscenca. As soon as the boyg were able to

rcad, writc and compute thecy left school to help share the
fanily burden. Youthful marriages werc quite common., In
these marriages, love and courtship did not cnter. Marriage
was a scrious busincss of procrcation and a satisfactory
cxtension of rclationship with a certain desired group. The
inclinations, tastcs and feceling of the young people who
wore to be contracted in marriage wore rarcly consulted.

At any rate, they were not schooled %o cntertain any such
thing. Later, when boys boecame a littlc more knowlcdgeable
with a smattcring of English lcarning and a 1little more
assertive in their seclection of life partners, we scc a
curious deveclopment of ncgotiated marriage with the right
of accecptance or rejoction residing in the boy. The
